TOP 12 LIST FOR PEPPERIDGE FARM ROUND ROBINS

1. Be on time and be prepared – bring water/drinks to the court.

2. Wear clothes with a POCKET for holding the 2nd ball while serving.

3. Call the lines on your side of the court absolutely fairly.

4. If you clearly see a ball go OUT on the other side, you must call AGAINST 

yourself.

5. If ANY part of the ball touches the line, the ball is GOOD. (i.e. A ball that

is 99% out is still 100% GOOD).

6. If you have any doubt if the ball is in or out, you must call it “IN”.

7. You can politely question an opponent’s call, but if they say they are sure,

you must accept it.

8. If you are serving, call out the score before you start each point.

9. When receiving serve, try not to return a ball that you call a fault.

10. Always play with a good attitude – NO stalling, sulking, swearing, throwing

racquets, or any other rude behaviour.

11. Do not go behind another court while they are playing a point. Wait until

play stops.

12. Shake hands properly after each match.
